Thank you to those who have participated in our Reconciling in Christ (RIC) discussions. Our next 
conversation will take place in the library on June 2nd following our Congregational Meeting. One 
of the resources provided to the congregation was a book entitled, A Place at the Table, Scripture, 
Sexuality, and Life in the Church, by Rev. Kenneth D. Thurow. If you have not had the opportunity 
to read it, please let me know. 

At the conclusion of his book, Thurow references Marty Haugen’s hymn entitled, “All Are 
Welcome.” These are the words we speak each time we gather here at Ascension – All Are 
Welcome at Christ’s Table. All are welcome in this place. Together, we are examining just what 
true welcome means. Thurow closes his book with these words, 

“I would propose that we hear the words of the hymn as the church’s recognition that this is our 
calling.
