In this Lenten “season of recovery” for our physical, communal,
mental, intellectual, and environmental health, we will explore
the healing narratives of Jesus that tell of divine solidarity with
human suffering and remind us that we can begin a journey
toward making something beautiful from that which is seemingly
broken.

Welcome to Worship

P We have approached confession each week in Lent in such a way that we
lay bare the brokenness in order to begin the process of healing.
Along the way we have acknowledged our need to restore our own Holy
Vessels while attending to our role in the healing of the community and
the world.
The work of healing will continue as we integrate all we have learned with
all that we will do moving forward. For now, we remember how hard it is
to move from thinking to doing.
