A Reading from Acts, the 11th chapter 

In defense of his earlier baptism of non-Jewish believers, Peter demonstrates to the members of the 
Jerusalem church that God’s intention to love Gentiles as well as Jews is revealed in Jesus’ testimony. 
In this way the mission to the Gentiles is officially authorized. 

 

1Now the apostles and the believers who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles 
had also accepted the word of God. 2So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the 
circumcised believers criticized him, 3saying, “Why did you go to uncircumcised 
men and eat with them?” 4Then Peter began to explain it to them, step by 
step, saying, 5“I was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a trance I saw a vision. 
There was something like a large sheet coming down from heaven, being 
lowered by its four corners; and it came close to me. 6As I looked at it closely I 
saw four-footed animals, beasts of prey, reptiles, and birds of the air. 7I also 
heard a voice saying to me, ‘Get up, Peter; kill and eat.’
