A Rcac{ing from Ezekic], the 2™ chaptcr

In 597 BCE, the priest Ezekiel was removed into exile in Babylon. While there, he received a vision of
God appearing majestically on a chariot throne. Today’s reading recounts God’s commissioning of
Ezekiel during this vision. The prophet is to speak God’s word to a people unwilling to hear.

'[A voice] said to me: O mortal, stand up on your feet, and | will speak with
you.”’And when he spoke to me, a spirit entered into me and set me on my
feet; and | heard him speaking to me. ’He said to me, Mortal, | am sending
you to the people of Israel, to a nation of rebels who have rebelled against
me; they and their ancestors have transgressed against me to this very day.
“The descendants are impudent and stubborn. | am sending you to them, and
you shall say to them, “Thus says the Lord Gop.” "Whether they hear or refuse
to hear (for they are a rebellious house), they shall know that there has been

a prophet among them.

Rather, Christian boasting focuses attention
on how the power of Christ is present in our lives, especially in times of weakness and vulnerability.
No matter what our circumstances in life, Christ’s grace is sufficient for us.

And | know that such a person—whether in the body or out of the body | do
not know; God knows— “was caught up into Paradise and heard things that
are not to be told, that no mortal is permitted to repeat. *On behalf of such a
one | will boast, but on my own behalf | will not boast, except of my
weaknesses. “But if | wish to boast, | will not be a fool, for | will be speaking
the truth. But | refrain from it, so that no one may think better of me than
what is seen in me or heard from me, 'even considering the exceptional
character of the revelations.

“Three times | appealed to the Lord about this, that
it would leave me, “but he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for
power is made perfect in weakness.” So, | will boast all the more gladly of my
